(COP30), the Latin American and Caribbean Episcopal Council (CELAM) is
promoting a series of panels to organize hope through the initiative “Position,
Organization and Proposal for the Economic-Financial Culture and Ecological
Education of the Latin American and Caribbean Catholic Church in the Face of the
Climate Crisis.”

This initiative seeks to articulate a prophetic response to the global
environmental emergency, inspired by the principles of the Church’s current
magisterium, by fostering dialogue among key decision-making
actors—scientists, entrepreneurs, workers, community leaders, religious men and
women, and representatives of international organizations and regional
development banks.
